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Last Sunday Mike and I worked the rose society
booth at the Arizona Home and Garden show. While
wandering around I found a vendor who designed a
tool called the Punch N’Cut. I was very intrigued
and spent quite a bit of time talking to him.

3’\\, The Punch N’Cut is a tool to use on

“ .., your drip irrigation systems. It punches

holes in the poly pipe, holds the

emitters in place for easy insertion,

holds the 1/4” tubing in place for secure placement,

and even removes the emitters without leaving large

holes to plug. There is also a cutting tool for poly
tubing or soaker hose.

The Pocket Punch is a smaller version
without the cutting tool. It punches
holes in the poly pipe, holds the emitters
in place for easy insertion, has a 1/4"
tubing guide and a notch at the top to
assist in removing the emitters.
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The Mesa East Valley Rose Society is ordering these
two tools in bulk to be sold to members. They will
be available for the first time at our Annual Rose
Society Auction on Saturday, February 5th. The
Punch N’Cut will be $10.00 and the Pocket Punch
will be $5.00.

This is a great time of year to upgrade your tool
chest. It's much easier to make repairs or changes
to your irrigation system when the roses are pruned.
They also make great Valentine’s Day presents—just
ask Mike!
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Organic and Inorganic Fertilizers...
A General Blue Print

In prior articles I wrote about the when and why of
using organic and inorganic fertilizers. My personal
preference is to use both in a complete program.

SPRING: My fertilizer program begins when I
finish pruning in early February. At this time, I go
heavy on organics. For large roses I use 2-3
cups/bush (miniatures are 1/2 this rate). This year
I will use 1/2 Milorganite and 1/2 Groganic
which our society sells. At this time of year, our
soils are still cold and the nutrients are slow to re-
lease. Using organics is best because there is
nothing to feed initially as the plants start to bud
out. NOTE: if you applied an inorganic, quick re-
lease fertilizer at this time, you would probably
burn some roots and possibly kill the plant.

Approximately 6 weeks after pruning and new
growth is about 3"-4” I begin my inorganic
program. From mid March to mid May I use
Magnum Grow—a water soluble 8-10-8 at 2-4
tbls. per large bush (miniatures are 1/2 this rate).
I apply this every 10 days. A simpler inorganic
program would be to use a granular inorganic ferti-
lizer like Arizona’s Best  Citrus Food, at the rate of
2/3-1 cup every 30 days. I know this sounds
strange, but this is the most readily available gran-
ular inorganic fertilizer that is best for roses.

SUMMER: I continue a summer fertilizer program
using organics every 6 weeks (June 1, July 15,
September 1). I apply 1/2 cup Groganic on large
bushes (1/2 rate for minis). This is not enough
food to create tender growth which would only
burn in our heat, but does give nutrition to the
plant.

FALL: My fall fertilizer program (Oct.—Nov.) is
similar to the spring program mentioned above.
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ROSE CARE CORNER for January

February Rose Care

Spring Pruning: Try and finish your spring pruning by the middle of the month. After you finish pruning and
have all the leaves stripped, clean up all the canes and leaves and throw them away. Do not leave the cut-
tings and old leaves for mulch as they can contain disease spores and insects.

Spraying: Spray the soil with an insecticide to kill any insects that are wintering below the soil surface. Spray
the canes with a fungicide to help prevent mildew. These preventive measures will help save you work and
frustration later on.

Fertilizer: Apply an organic fertilizer such as Gro Ganic (which our society sells) around your bushes. Apply 2
cups of organic fertilizer and 2 cup of Alfalfa meal to each large established bush. For roses in pots, use 2
the rate for each potted rose. 2 cup Epson salts can be applied this month to each large bush and - rate
for potted roses to help promote new basal breaks. In the January Rose Lore, Mike Jepsen describes another
method he uses to promote basal breaks you may want to try. Remember: Always water before and after
applying fertilizer to your roses.

Irrigation & mulch: Now is the time to make sure your irrigation system and emitters are working properly
and make necessary repairs. As the temperatures start to increase, adjust your watering schedule according-
ly.

Adding new mulch to your rose bed is much easier now before they start putting out new growth and you
have the chance of breaking the new growth off. During the month of February you may purchase mulch at
the MCC Rose Garden. Each year Ken Singh Farms provides mulch for the rose garden at MCC and all money
from the sale of this mulch helps maintain the Rose Garden.

Planting: Bare root roses can still be planted in February. Be sure and immerse them in water for at least 24
hours before planting to hydrate them. If you have bare root roses that are slow in leafing out, cover them
with wet mulch and put a brown paper bag around the mulch to hold it in place. This process should help
the buds immerse. Once they are growing nicely, gently wash the mulch away.

Our annual rose auction will be held on February 5 in the Navajo room at MCC. Doors open at noon and bid-
ding starts at 1:30 pm. This is a wonderful opportunity for you to buy potted roses. There will be many vari-
eties and colors to choose from. Hope to see you there.

SINGIN’ THE BLUES

One of the best Floribundas to come on the market this year.

The blooms are a beautiful deep Lavender-blue with a light lavender reverse. They are cup shaped and bloom
in small clusters with large pointed buds. Blooms are usually around 3inches across with approximately 25
petals.

This is a bushy upright rose that grows between 4-5 feet tall with semi-glossy medium green foliage and the
rose has a very strong Citrus and Verbena fragrance

Being a prolific bloomer this bush would make a beautiful border or hedge. Definitely a great rose for any
garden or for exhibiting.

This is a seedling of Angel Face.
At the 2010 International Rose Trials, Singin’ the Blues won the “Best Fragrance Award”.
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Prune, prune, prune your rose beds. Yes, it's that time of year once again for our winter pruning.

We will prune on Saturday February 5, 12, 19, and 26. Our meeting will be at 8:30am, with refreshments,
coffee, tea & hot chocolate along with Krispy Kreme donuts. Deadheaders & pruners can start earlier than
the meeting if they wish.
